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Hopes for the 2009 Christmas season were tempered with the impact of a depressed national economy, diminished disposable 

income at the family level, and an uncertain future for most American citizens. One of the few things that did not change was the 

fact that many children would probably not experience the joy of the holiday season simply because their families could not afford 

to buy them toys.  

Fortunately, a number of ersatz elves disguised as Toys for Tots volunteers stepped 

up to the challenge of keeping the wonders of Christmas alive for many of those 

children. Locally, the challenge was borne by the members of two Marine Corps 

League Detachments (Anne Arundel County and Howard County), augmented by 

spouses, Marines from Fort Meade, as well as Navy and Marine Corps permanent 

personnel and midshipmen from the U.S. Naval Academy. These dedicated 

individuals worked tirelessly from approximately mid November through Christmas 

and accomplished what this reporter had believed to be impossible ï they obliterated 

our previous record by collecting approximately 15,000 more toys than last year and 

making this yearôs effort a resounding success.  

Anne Arundel County Detachment 1049 teamed with Howard Countyôs SSgt 

Karl G. Taylor, Sr. Detachment 8097 and distributed toys to 14,890 needy 

children in their assigned counties ï 837 of those children were military dependents.

What Makes a Marine a Marine?  

Ask a Marine what's so special about the Marines and the 

answer would be óEsprit de Corps,ô an unhelpful French 

phrase that means exactly what it looks like ï the Spirit of 

the Corps. But what is that spirit and where does it come 

from?  

The Marine Corps is the only branch of the U.S. Armed 

Forces that recruits people specifically to fight. The Army 

emphasizes personal development (óAn Army of Oneô); the 

Navy promises fun (óLet the journey beginô); and the Air 

Force offers security (óIt's a great way of lifeô). Missing in 

all of those advertisements is the hard fact that a soldierôs lot 

is to take lives at the risk of his own and perhaps to suffer 

and die for his country.  

Even the thematic music of the services reflects this evasion. 

The Army's Caisson Song describes a pleasant country 

outing over hill and dale, lacking only a picnic basket. 

Anchors Aweigh, the Navy's celebration of the joys of 

sailing, could have been penned by Jimmy Buffet. The Air 

Forceôs song is a lyric poem of blue skies and engine thrust. 

All is joyful and invigorating, and in the main, safe. There 

are no snipers in the hills or land mines in the dales, no 

torpedoes or cruise missiles threaten the ocean cruise, and 

no bandits are lurking on your ósixô to shoot you out of the 

sky in the wild blue yonder. The Marines' Hymn, in 

contrast, is all combat. óWe will fight our country's 

battlesé first to fight for right and freedomé we have 

fought in every clime and place where we could take a 

guné in many a strife we have fought for life and never 

lost our nerve.ô  

The choice is clearly made. You may join the Army to go to 

adventure training, or join the Navy to go to Bangkok, or 

join the Air Force to go to computer school. You join the 

Marine Corps to go to war! But the mere act of signing the 

enlistment contract confers no status in the Corps. The 

Army recruit is told from his first minute in uniform that, 

óYou're in the Army now, soldier!ô The Navy and Air Force 

enlistees are sailors or airmen as soon as they get off the bus 

at their recruit training center. The new arrival at Marine 

Corps boot camp is called a recruit, or worseé a lot worse; 

but, never, never, ever a Marine. Not yeté maybe never. A 

Marine recruit must earn the right to claim the title of 

UNITED STATES MARINE ï failure to do so results in a 

return to civilian life without hesitation or ceremony.
